Highlights

ACADIANA CROSSING

Acadiana Crossing is a proposed regional 

shopping center located at the intersection of 

Ambassador Caffery Parkway and Highway 

90 in Broussard, Louisiana. Phase I will 

consist of approximately 191,000 SF of retail 

space.

The initial phase of Acadiana Crossing will be 

anchored by a 43,060 SF regional grocer, a 

55,000 SF craft store, and a 25,000 SF 

national apparel retailer. Additional space

from 1,200 square feet to 100,000 square

feet is available.

The cities of Broussard and Youngsville in

southeast Lafayette Parish have been the

focus of residential growth in this fast-

growing parish for more than a decade.

REGION

Lafayette Parish is located along Interstate 10

in south central Louisiana and had an 

estimated population of 236,045 persons in 

2015. The Bureau of Labor Statistics 

reported an unemployment rate of 5.6% for 

Lafayette Parish for August 2015.

Lafayette Parish is the “Hub of Acadiana” with

its regional medical, education, energy, and

manufacturing employment base. The

Acadiana region includes six smaller adjacent 

parishes that when combined with Lafayette 

Parish represents a trade area in excess of 

500,000 persons. ..

In Fall 2015, the University of Louisiana at 

Lafayette had a record enrollment of 

19,033 students and nearly 2,000

employees.
